SHOP helps small businesses provide
health coverage to their employees. The

SHOP Marketplace is open to employers
with 50 or fewer full-time equivalent
employees (FTEs). This includes non-

profit organizations. The SHOP
Marketplace allows you to offer health

and dental coverage that meets the
needs of your business and your

employees. SHOP offers flexibility, choice,
an online application, and account

management. You can enroll in SHOP any
time of the year. There's no restricted
enrollment period when you can start

offering a SHOP plan. 

CHIP

The Health Insurance Marketplace, also
known as the Health Insurance Exchange, is
the place where people without health care
insurance can find information about health
insurance options and also purchase health
care insurance. Information can also be
found regarding eligibility for help with
paying premiums and reducing out-of-
pocket costs.

Each year the Health Insurance Marketplace
has an open enrollment period.  

Special enrollment periods will allow
individuals and families who were
unaware of or didn't understand the
implications of this new requirement to
enroll in health insurance coverage

The Healthy Indiana Plan
provides low-income

Hoosiers ages 19 to 64, who
are interested in

participating in a low-cost,
consumer-driven health care

program. The Healthy
Indiana Plan is an affordable

health insurance program
from the State of Indiana for

uninsured adult Hoosiers.

and teens up to 19 years of age
